Data compiled from the
Census do not answer the
guestion: Size, population
structure,.., of  stateless
people in Vietham, although
they are aggregated in the
total population by
administrative unit.

Administrative data

» Electronic national database on
national population: It is possible to
aggregate the population size of
stateless persons by administrative
unit.

» By July 2024 when the Law on
Citizen Identity comes into effect,
each individual will be issued a
unique personal identification code==
similar to a Viethamese citizEn:
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Coordination between the
General Statistics Office and
CRVS management agencies
in Vietnam




— Coordination between GSO and agencies

» The General Statistics Office shall coordinate with
ministries and agencies through the National Statistical
Reporting Regime and the Coordination Regulation.

» GSO collects administrative data from Ministries; GSO
develops the coordination regulation with Ministry of Public
Security, Ministry of Justice, Ministry of Health... to collect,
Integrate civil data, civil status statistics for statistical work.

» Cooperate with the Ministry of Justice to develop the
National CRVS Report, using the electronic civil status
database. —
